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Overview:

It has been nearly 20 years since the State Title V CYSHCN programs responded to the call by the federal Maternal Child Health Bureau for comprehensive, coordinated family-centered, community-based systems of care. The heart of this system is the medical home, which delivers primary care that is accessible, continuous, comprehensive, family-centered, coordinated, compassionate, and culturally effective. One of the challenges facing Title V CYSHCN programs is to simultaneously improve the pediatric health care system and prepare youth for successful transition to an adult-focused medical home. This can pose yet another challenge as we consider the needs of the receiving primary care physician who will provide the adult medical home for the transitioning YSHCN. 

During this topical call, we will hear from three nationally recognized experts-- each of whom has been very active in building family-centered systems of care. Two are members of the HRTW National Resource Center team: Dr. Rich Antonelli, a pediatrician, and Dr. Patience White, an internist who is also a pediatrician. The third is Dr. Charles Onufer, a developmental pediatrician and State Title V CYSHCN program director for Illinois. The session will be moderated by Toni G. Wall, CYSHCN program director for Maine and principal investigator of the HRTW National Center grant. During the call, our speakers will: 

· Discuss efforts at the national level to support the medical home across the lifespan, including collaborative ventures involving the American Academy of Pediatrics, American Academy of Family Physicians, American College of Physicians, American Osteopathic Association and others

· Describe services provided by a State Title V CYSHCN program to support physicians as they put the medical home model into practice

· Describe steps that have been taken—and the challenges faced—in educating pediatric and other primary care physicians to prepare YSCHN for transition and in recruiting adult-focused physicians to become the medical homes for young adults with special health care needs
