Committee Decision Making

1. Consensus-based Decisions:

 The preferred decision making model is that all decisions of the YAC should be reached by consensus.  Consensus means everyone is in agreement.  If agreement cannot be reached then the decision will be put to a vote.  Each member of the YAC will receive one vote.  

2. What Decisions will be made by the YAC? 

 The CSHCS division will bring regular program updates to the YAC.  Whenever possible program decisions will be brought to the YAC for input.  There will be a focus on policies that will have a direct impact on the services children and youth enrolled in CSHCS receive.  The YAC will decide how to advise the CSHCS division on program policies as well as recommendations beyond what the CSHCS division presents.
