What is Deafblindness?  The Connecticut Deafblind Project defines deafblindness as follows:  Combined vision and hearing losses, which challenge a person’s ability to communicate and interact with others, access information, and to move about safely.  An individual with this disability requires specialized deafblind services to meet his/her educational, vocational and independent living needs.
